Anyone collecting a quilt at the end of the exhibition must bring proof
of identity.

Judging

Quilts will be accepted at the library from 10:00am - 3:00pm on January 21.
Judging will take place at the library the afternoon of January 22.

Judges will be looking for original outer-space theme quilts.

A total of 100 points will be awarded: 40 points for imaginative approach.

30 points for workmanship.
30 points for pleasing appearance.

A total of eight prizes of $15.00 each, funded by Friends of the Library,
will be awarded - one in each category and age group.
